Combines enterprise GIS data with Google-provided mapping
(either running locally, or provided by Google as an applica-
tion service provider); vehicle locations, store data, proper-
ties and GIS layers can be viewed in context with 2-D
orthoimagery and 3-D renderings

Intergraph provides hardware and software for analysis, col-
lection and sharing of geospatial data; company has ceased
development of its MicroStation-based MGE, and is migrat-
ing users to the GeoMedia suite
